questions                     
do / does / did + s + v1

Do students study at home?

Does the student study at home?

short answers
Yes, they do.

No, he doesn’t.

have

present perfect 
have / has + v3 I have eaten an apple.

past perfect 
had + v3 He shouted after he had seen the lion.

short answers Yes, I have.

No, she hasn’t.

be                 
( am / is / are )

progressaive 
be + ( v + ing ) She is reading a short story.

questions Is she reading a short story ?

short answers Yes, she is.

No, she isn’t.

passive 
be + v3 The window is broken.

passive questions Is the window broken?
